Order-based fee for
Rapido food delivery

RAPIDO, WHICH IS set to
enter the food delivery market
in mid-Julywith a pilotlaunch
of its new platform,'Ownly), in
Bengaluru, will adopt a flat,
three-tier delivery fee struc-
turetied to ordervalue,accord-
ing to sources involved in
Rapido’s discussions with the
National Restaurant Associa-
tion of India (NRAI).

This structure will differen-
tiate Rapido from established
players like Zomato and
Swiggy.

According to the finalised
rate card, shared with restau-
rant partners, a copy of which
was reviewed by FE, orders
exceeding ¥400 will attracta
delivery fee of ¥50, with an
additional 18% GST, bringing
the totalto ¥59.This entire fee
will be paid by restaurant part-
ners. For orders ranging
between ¥100 and 400,
restaurants will again foot the
entire delivery fee,amounting
to 29.50 (¥25 plus GST).
However, for orders valued
below 3100, the burdenwill be
shared. Customers will pay
%23.60 (%20 plus GST), while
restaurants will pay ¥11.80
(10 plus GST), bringing
Rapido a total of ¥35.40 in
delivery revenue from such
small orders.

Rapido hasassured restau-
rant partners that it will not
impose platform fees,whichis
a departure from industry
norms. Zomato and Swiggy
currently charge customers
